The me
run away for fear of being killed or forcefully recruited into the Boko Haram sect.

The insurgency affected every part of their lives thus amenities and services that were taken for granted
before are no longer available. Healthcare services, delivery and management inclusive.

In a bid to restore, resettle and rebuild the north eastern region, the federal government of Nigeria set up
the Presidential Committee on North east Intervention (PCNI)



One of the agendas of the PCNI is the health intervention which also covers the Viral Hepatitis advocacy.

Knowledge of Viral Hepatitis is limited amongst the public especially in the north east region thus putting
everyone in the region at risk. According to research, the average prevalence of Hepatitis B in Nigeria is
between 11¢ 13.7% which means that up to 20 million Nigerians are affected. These figures are even high
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Viral Hepatitis is an inflammation of the liver caused by one or more of the five (5) major Hepatitis viruses
referred to as Type A, B, C, D and E.

According to the National Population Commission, the 2006 census estimated population for 2016 puts the
total population of the Project states at 39,094,366 people. Going by the national prevalence rates of 11%
Hepatitis B Virus and 2.2% for Hepatitis C Virus, 5,160,456 are possibly living with either Hepatitis B or C

virus or both (Hepatitis B = 4,300,380 and Hepatitis C = 860,076). Also critical is the protection of about 4(
million people who are currently not infected but seriously exposed to getting infected.

This project will foremost increase and spread the knowledge of Viral hepatitis in the North East and beyol
and through advocacy get the citizens of the state to be screened and vaccinated
